Updates 

Influenza Season is Quickly Approaching!  
 

Influenza is a viral  illness that causes symptoms such as: sneezing, coughing, sore throat, 

fever,    headache and muscle pain. Influenza is particularly dangerous for the elderly , in-

fants  and people whose immune systems may be compromised or not working well.  Influ-

enza viruses spread easily through sneezing, coughing and contact with infected people.   

 

Since influenza virus is transmitted from person to person, steps you can take to decrease 

the chances of children/adults getting influenza are to:  

¶ Get your yearly influenza vaccination.  

¶ Practice and teach good hygiene.  Do not cough or sneeze without covering your 

nose and mouth. 

¶ Wash your hands frequently.  Hand washing is the best single way to prevent the 

spread of germs from one person to another. Wash hands thoroughly with soap 

and water for at least 20 seconds.  

¶ Do not share drinking glasses or utensils and never share toothbrushes.  

 

Influenza vaccine is safe, effective and has very minimal, if any, side effects.  The good 

news is that influenza vaccine is available free and is highly recommended  for the follow-

ing people: 

¶ All children 6 to 23 months of age and household contacts of infants aged 0 -23 

months of age  

¶ Those providing regular child care to infants aged 0 -23 months of age  

¶ Pregnant women in their 3 rd  trimester during influenza season  

Because of their immature immune systems, infants are at higher risk for complications 

related to influenza illness, so it is up to the people caring for them to be immunized as 

well. 

 

Free influenza vaccine is available for those individuals listed above as well as other high 

risk  individuals not mentioned in this article beginning in the fall.  People not eligible for 

free influenza  vaccine can purchase the vaccine through private clinics and/or their doc-

torõs office.  Please contact your local public health unit or family doctor if you have ques-

tions, to find out about influenza immunization clinics or to book an appointment for immu-

nization.

Snowball Soap  

Get some ivory soap and soak it in water 

over night, then break it into halves. Give it 

to the children to mold like playdough into a 

snowball. When it dries it flakes up like a 

real snowball. You can put it into a sandwich 

bag to send home with a poem that reads:  

My snowball soap,   

I made it just for you.   

To help me learn 

about Winter,   

And keep my hands 

clean too!  

Popcorn Snowman 

You will need:   

Popcorn, marshmallows, butter, raisins (for the eyes and buttons), and gumdrops (for the hat).   

Descriptions: "Pop the popcorn and melt the butter and marshmallows (just as you would for making 

rice krispie treats). Once the butter and marshmallows are melted pour the mixture over the pop-

corn and mix well.   

After the mixture has cooled, have the children take two handfuls of the mixture, one smaller than 

the other, then shape them into circles and place the smaller circle on top of the larger one, then 

they can decorate their snowmen with the   raisins and gumdrops.   Use wax paper to put the snow-

men on. The children will love the sticky texture and the smell.  

Sipping Snowman 
 

 

Slide your first marshmallow  

onto the straw from the  

bottom -up. Keep sliding  

marshmallows up your straw,  

as many as you'd like. Put a  

dab of white icing in the  

places you'd like your  

snowman's eyes, nose,  

mouth and buttons.  

Glue on your chocolate chips and enjoy!  

 

Paper Bag Rudolph  
Stuff the bottom, 1/3 of your paper bag with crumpled up scrap paper.  

Fold each top corner over to make a triangle, and tape to secure.  

Fold your triangle down and tape it to the paper bag.  

Now you will need to cut out 2 hand prints from brown construction paper and eyes from 

black paper. If you don't have a red pom pom, just cut out a red circle from red paper.
