Safe Spaces is a program that fosters and encourages the development of
pro-social behaviors in young children. Learning empathy, emotional literacy and
problem solving at a young age can reduce the emergence of bullying behaviors

that may manifest in some older children.

Safe Spaces consists of two sessions ( 9 hours and 6 hours). The first session
takes place just before you begin to implement the program and the second
session takes place after participants in the training have implemented
approximately 20 weeks of curriculum.

At best, insect bites are annoying. At worst, they can be dangerous.
Mosquitoes and biting flies can carry disease. In Canada, though, reports of
such cases are relatively rare.

There are several ways to avoid insect bites:
OWear long pants and long-sleeved shirts outdoors.

JAvoid places where mosquitoes breed and live, like standing water.
IStay inside when mosquitoes are most active: dawn, dusk, early evening.
UUse insect repellent.

Insect repellents contain a chemical called OEET, which keeps flies and
mosquitoes away. [lot all products have the same concentration, or
amount, of DEET. This amount is expressed as a percentage, such as 10%
DEET. Insect repellents that are used on children should have a small
concentration of OEET Go to
