Development

The B.C. Government has introduced a new
initiative and funding source for employee skill
development called "Workplace Training for
Innovation Program” (WTIP). The money is
available to small businesses and non-profit
ordanizations with fewer than 50 staff. It’s up to
$1,500 per employee to a maximum of 5,000
per organization - it can‘t be used by the
employer but it can be used to assist employers
to increase employee efficiency, improve
services, train employees to update their skills
and bring new abilities to the workplace.
